Capital Campaign Quarterly Update (3) 
 

What is it? 
 Campaign Vision:  At Basehor United Methodist Church, we want to share our love of God and each other 
with our community.  We are committed to growing the number of Christ's followers and deepening the faith of our 
members.  As part of our congregational vision, we want to work towards developing more outreach and ministry 
for families, children, and youth.   We believe this will require a capital campaign to reduce our debt and plan for 
expanded programs and facilities for activities.  We believe that by embarking on this project as a congregation, we 
can draw together as a community called to share Christ's love. 
 
 Campaign Goal:  The campaign goal is to raise $250,000.00 in pledges over a three-year period.  
$150,000.00 of this would be used to pay down loan debt, and the remaining $100,000.00 would be used for 
ministry expansion efforts. 
 
 Campaign Prayer:  God of abundant grace, Open our hearts and minds to your spirit that we may know 
your love.  Move us to fling wide our doors in ministry to all people.  In this time of challenge and opportunity may 
we catch your vision for Basehor United Methodist Church and grow into all you would have us become.  Amen. 
 
When is it? 
 Now:  The campaign will run for three years into June 2010.  We are in the third quarter of twelve and are 
receiving gifts, which are (1) being put toward paying off the principle on our loan and (2) reaching out to the 
community by expanding ministry. 
 The total received amount as of 02/24/2008 is $49,825 from 57 giving units.  Numbers Breakdown:  60% 
of the gifts will be put toward the principle on loan debt and 40% will be put toward ministry expansion and 
campaign expenses.  Thus as of 02/24/2008 we have paid a little over $29,895 on loan debt and have approximately 
$19,930 (Combination of spent and available) for ministry expansion and campaign expenses.

Programs:  Wednesday Evening Program Director Angie Bohndorf 
 
 The WOW! Program (The Word On Wednesdays) continues to be a great success!  The volunteers 
involved are truly enjoying it, and at times, are learning right along with the children.  There are currently 31 
children registered, with between 20 and 25 attending regularly.  The program is held on Wednesday evenings from 
6:30 - 8:00 p.m.  We are currently working through an Easter unit entitled "Easter: Go and Tell" which will run 
through March 26th.  The final unit before summer vacation will run April 2nd-30th and is called "Jesus and the 
Children."  This unit will be an exciting way to teach the children that they are a valued part of the faith community 
and that they have things to teach adults, just as we teach them.     
     The Children's Church Program in another area for which the gifts are being spent.  Angie continues to plan 
and organize lessons for children ages 3 through 1st Grade.  The Children's Church lessons include a Bible verse, 
songs, arts and crafts, and active games to keep the children engaged each week.  The children are enjoying the 
lessons and activities very much. 
 Planning has begun for Vacation Bible School, and the week is set for June 23-27.  The theme is "Beach 
Party: Surfin' Through the Scriptures."  It should prove to be a wonderful week for the children who attend.
